MUNICIFAL ORDINANCE TO ESTABLISH
AN AREA PLANNING AND DEVELOFPMENT COMMISSION

An Ordinance to provide for the Chatahoochee Area Flanning and Development
Commission.

Be it Ordained by the Mayor and Council of the City of Newnan, Georgia, in
cooperation with the governing authorities of other area municipaliiies and
counties, in order to guide and accomplish a coordinated and harmonious devel-
opment of the municipality and the Coweia County, Georgia Area which will, Iin
accordance with existing and future needs, best promote public health, safety
morals, order conveniernce, prosrerity, and the general welfare, as well as
efficency and economy in the process of development, that ithe Chatahoochee Area
Flanning and Development Commission, hereinafter referred to as the Area
Flanning Commission, is hereby created and established as authorized by Georgia
Code Annotated 69-12, et seg., as amended, and said Flanning Commission shall
be organized and empowered as follows:

Section 1, Membership. The Chatahoochee Area Flanning and Development
Commission shalil consist of two members jfrom each of the counties participating
in the area planning commission. Of the said two members from each county, one
shall be appointed by the governing authority of the municipality wherein the
county seat i{s located (or by the governing authorities of participating
municipalities within said county) and the other member shall be appointed by
the governing authority of the said county.

Section 2, Term of OfFfice. The term of office for all members shall be
SFive (5) years, except that the initial appointment by the Mayor and Council
of the City of Newnan, Georgia shall be for a term of one (1) year. Any vacancy
in the membership shall be filled jfor the unexpired term by the governing
authority mking the appointment which has become vacant. The agointing au--
thority shall also have the power to remove any member [t may appoint jfor
cause, on written charges, after public hearing. All members shall serve without
compensation.

Section 3. Organization, Rules, Starff and Finances. The Commission shall
elect a Chaiman and Vice Chairman from among [ts appointive members. The term
of office of the Chairman and Vice Chairman shall be for one (1) year or
until re-elected or their successors are elected. The Commission shall
appeoint a secretary who may be an employee of the Commission. The (Commission
shall mmet at least once each month at the call of the Chairman and at such
other times as the Chairman or Board may determine, shall alopt rules jor
the transaction of business and shall keep a record of its resolutions, trans-
actions, findings, and deierminations, which record shall be a public record.
The Commission may appoint such employees and staff as it may deem necessary for
its work. In the performance of its duties, the planning commission may
cooperate with, conitract with, or accept funds from Federal, State, or local
public or semi-public agencies or private individuals or corporations, may spend
such junds, and may carry outl such cooperative undertakings and contracts.

It may make expendiiures for the purchase of reguired equipment and supplies.
The expenditures of the Commission, exclusive of gifts to the commission and
contract receipts, shall be within the amounts appropriated for the purpose
by the participating governing authorities.

Section 4. Pagrs and Duties. It shall be the function and duty of the
Commigsion to make such carejful and comprehensive surveys and studies of
existing conditions and probable future developments and to prepare such plans
Jor physical, social, and economic growth as will best promote the public health
safety, morals, convenience, prosperity, or the general welfare as well as
efficiency and economy in the development of the entire Newnan Georgia area
and each political subdivision therein. In general, the Commission shall have
such powera and duties and responsibilities as set forth in the General Hanning
Enablish Act of 1957, as amended(Act No. 358.).
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Section 5. Be It Further Ordained, that all ordinances in conflict
herewith are repealed.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that this ordinance shall take effect from and
after its passage, the public weljfare of the City of Newnan, Georgia requiring
it.

SJinancial assistance one or more urban renewal projects in the above-described
